
 
Maryland Lottery® My Lottery Rewards™ 

Contestant of the Game 2026 Second-Chance Promotion 
Drawing Rules 

OVERVIEW: 
Beginning any time on March 2, 2026, until 11:59:59 PM ET on August 24, 2026 (“Promotion Period”), players can 
enter Tickets (defined below) in the Contestant of the Game 2026 Second-Chance Promotion (“Promotion”) 
offered by the Maryland State Lottery and Gaming Control Agency (“Lottery” or “Maryland Lottery”) through My 
Lottery Rewards™ (“MLR”) for a chance to be selected as the Maryland Lottery Contestant of the Game 
(“Contestant”, “Winner”) or VIP Contestant of the Game (“VIP Contestant”, “Winner”), for one 2026 regular 
season Orioles® baseball game. A series of six (6) Drawings will be held throughout the Orioles® season to 
randomly select one Contestant or VIP Contestant for every 2026 Orioles® regular season game, for an expected 
total of 162 winners. (The total number of Drawings and Winners is subject to change based on the number of 
regular season Orioles® games actually held, as further described below). Each Winner that is selected as the 
Contestant of the Game will win $500 for being selected and the opportunity to win $500 for every home run and 
$5,000 for every grand slam hit by the Orioles® during the game for which the Contestant was selected. Each 
Winner that is selected as the VIP Contestant of the Game will win $2,000 for being selected, the opportunity to 
win $500 for every home run and $5,000 for every grand slam hit by the Orioles® during the game for which the VIP 
Contestant was selected, and a Game Day Experience for themselves and three (3) guests at Oriole Park at 
Camden Yards during the game for which they were selected. See below for more information. 

HOW TO PARTICIPATE: 
To participate, enter through mdlottery.com/homerun, or My Lottery Rewards™ mdlottery.com/rewards, or the 
MLR App, any winning or non-winning Maryland Lottery® FAST PLAY Home Run Riches Walk-Off Winnings tickets 
(Game #091) purchased during the Promotion Period and/or any other ticket specified by the Lottery (“Ticket”). 
Each Ticket entered equals one (1) entry into the Promotion. 

When a player enters an eligible Ticket, they will receive automatic entry into the drawing for the Contestant of the 
Game Prize and the opportunity to accept or decline one bonus entry into the VIP Contestant of the Game Prize 
drawing. Players will also receive progress toward any active achievements for which the entered Ticket qualifies. 

Entries are not cumulative and do not carry over after each drawing to the subsequent drawings. Entries must be 
submitted by 11:59:59 PM Eastern Time on the announced Drawing Entry Deadline date in order to be included in 
that Drawing. (In these Drawing Rules (“Rules”), all times are Eastern Time.) See the Drawing Chart below for 
Drawing Number, Drawing Entry Start Date, Drawing Entry Deadline, Drawing Date, Prizes and Number of Winners 
selected for that Drawing, and Claiming Deadline. Visit Maryland Lottery website for updates. 

A drawing may include any random selection event. These are bonus drawings with bonus prizes. Internet access 
and a valid email address are required to enter this Promotion and its Drawings. Mailed entries will not be 
accepted. You may enter as often as you like, and: 

• You may win more than once throughout the Promotion; however, 
• You may only win one time per Drawing; and 
• Only one Contestant per household/residence address (as registered with MLR at the time of the 

Drawing) is allowed per Drawing: and 
• You may only win the VIP Contestant of the Game Prize one time throughout the Promotion. 

You do not need to keep your original ticket in order to claim your prize if you win. (Players, Winners, or

Contestants and VIP Contestants are sometimes referred to as “you”.) A qualifying entry is one (1) Ticket. A Ticket 
may only be used to enter the Promotion one time.  

To enter and to win, you must be 18 years of age or older. The name, hometown, and state of each Orioles® game’s 
Contestant and VIP Contestant will be announced on the Maryland Lottery and My Lottery Rewards websites. If the 
game is broadcast on MASN®, the Contestant’s and VIP Contestant’s name, hometown, and state will be 
announced during the broadcast of that game.

game, they will receive: 

a. $500; 

b. $500 for every home run hit by the Orioles® during their designated game, that is not a grand slam; 
and  

c. $5,000 for every grand slam hit by the Orioles® during their designated game. (A Contestant will not 
receive both the $500 and $5,000 prizes for a grand slam.) 

II. VIP Contestant of the Game Prize: 
When a player is selected as the VIP Contestant of the Game for a specific Orioles® regular season baseball 
game, they will receive: 

a. $2,000; 

b. $500 for every home run hit by the Orioles® during their designated game, that is not a grand slam; 
and  

c. $5,000 for every grand slam hit by the Orioles® during their designated game. (A VIP Contestant will 
not receive both the $500 and $5,000 prizes for a grand slam.) 

d. A Game Day Experience for Winner and three (3) guests: 

• Four (4) game tickets in the Premium Club section behind home plate 
• Premium Club access including food and beverages 
• One (1) parking pass 
• A MASN All Access studio interview of the Winner 
• The opportunity to watch pre-game batting practice from the field 

ADDITIONAL PRIZE DETAILS: 

1. If an Orioles® regular season game is cancelled or postponed before it begins, the Winner that was selected 
as the Contestant or VIP Contestant for that game will become the Contestant or the VIP Contestant for the 
next Orioles® regular season game that has not yet been assigned a Contestant or VIP Contestant. The Game 
Day Experience portion of the VIP Contestant of the Game Prize will be rescheduled as needed and as 
outlined below. 

2. If an Orioles® game is cancelled or postponed before it begins and there are no more games without a 
Contestant or VIP Contestant assigned to it, the Winner that was selected as the Contestant of the Game for 
the cancelled game will receive $500, and the Winner that was selected as the VIP Contestant for the 
cancelled game will receive $2,000, and no additional amount. The Game Day Experience portion of the VIP 
Contestant of the Game Prize may be rescheduled as needed and as outlined below. 

3. If an Orioles® game is cut short because of rain (or any other circumstances) and is considered a full game, 
that game will be considered a full game for the purposes of this Promotion. 

4. If an Orioles® game is cut short because of rain (or any other circumstances) and it is not considered a full 
game: 

a. If the game is continued to another date, the Winner that was selected as the Contestant or VIP 
Contestant for the initial game date will remain the same for the continued game date and will 
win the prizes as set forth above as if the initial game date and the continued game date were played 
as a single game.  Any prizes won during the initial game date will be awarded after the conclusion 
of the continued game date. The Game Day Experience portion of the VIP Contestant of the Game 
Prize will be rescheduled as needed at the discretion of MASN and the Maryland Lottery. 

b. If the game is not continued at another time, the Winner that was selected as the Contestant or VIP 
Contestant will win the prizes set forth above for the portion of the game played on the initial game 



date. Any prizes won during the initial game date will be awarded after it is determined that the 
game will not be continued to another date. The Game Day Experience portion of the VIP Contestant 
of the Game Prize will be rescheduled as needed at the discretion of MASN and the Maryland 
Lottery. 

5. If the Orioles® season ends early prior to the sixth Drawing, the Lottery may select the remaining number of 
Contestants up to 162 to each receive $500 and the remaining number of VIP Contestants up to 6 to each 
receive $2,000 for being selected and an additional $5,000 for the Game Day Experience portion of the prize 
value. All decisions regarding the selection of the remaining number of Contestants shall be at the sole 
discretion of the Maryland Lottery. 

6. For the Game Day Experience portion of the VIP Contestant of the Game Prize: 

a. All Winners and guests must be 18 or older and must sign a waiver/release of liability agreeing to be 
filmed while in attendance. 

b. Winners must attend the game for which they are selected VIP Contestant of the Game. If the 
selected Winner cannot attend, an Alternate Winner will be selected. 

c. If the game is cancelled or postponed before it begins, and the VIP Contestant can attend the new 
date, the Experience may be rescheduled or continued for the new date. 

d. If the game is postponed or cancelled before it begins, and the VIP Contestant cannot attend the 
new date, the Lottery will work with the Winner and with MASN to select a game date that work. The 
Winner may be the VIP Contestant of the Game for a different game than the one they attend for 
their Game Day Experience if schedules require.  

e. If the game is postponed or cancelled before it begins, and all parties are unable to reschedule the 
Winner to attend a game for the Game Day Experience, the Lottery will award the Winner $5,000 for 
the experiential value, (in addition to the $2,000 listed above).

CLAIMING: 

Winners will be advised, at the time of notification, of claiming procedures and reminded of claiming deadlines. All 
Winners must claim their prize by 4:30 PM on the claiming date listed above. If a Winner has been disqualified, or 
by the relevant claiming deadline has not claimed, submitted all required documentation and information, and 
been confirmed and validated as eligible, then an Alternate may be selected.  Alternates must claim by 4:30 PM on 
the claiming deadline designated for that Alternate. A decision to replace a Winner is within the sole discretion and 
judgement of the Maryland Lottery. Once the decision to proceed with an Alternate is made, the person who was 
previously selected as a Winner is no longer entitled to the prize.  

Winners must furnish photo I.D. showing proof of being at least 18 years of age.  

The Lottery will fulfill all Prizes. W-2Gs will be provided by the Lottery to all Winners who receive a prize with a 
value of $601 or more. Contestants may claim their prize in person at the Maryland Lottery Baltimore Customer 
Resource Center, Montgomery Park Business Center, 1800 Washington Blvd., Suite 330, Baltimore, MD 21230, or 
by mail, fax, or email with a claim form and required documentation. An email address and/or fax number will be 
provided upon request. 

All Contestants of the Game must claim their prize by 4:30 PM on October 27, 2026. If a Contestant has not 
claimed their Prize by 4:30 PM on October 27, 2026, their Prize will remain in the Lottery’s unclaimed prize fund. All 
VIP Contestants of the Game must claim their prize by the date specified in the Drawing Chart above. If a VIP

Contestant does not claim by their claiming deadline date, and Alternate will be selected.
